lower class or peasants or agricultural works.

· What about rules? – 

simple unwritten rules pass on by word of mouth - limited law and order at the time which meant violence and cruelty abounded / no education or literacy for lower class so no written rules.
· When played? – 

time was ‘seasonal’ – so these activities were annual / festival occasions.

· How played? –

these games were harsh and often violent / ‘facilities’ were non- existent – the natural environment was used / rivers / fields / streets

· Where and how often played? –

mainly rural (as pre-industrial) / played occasionally (see reference above to seasonal time). Transport for lower classes restricted to foot or cart  - so games were locally significant.
